TEE FLOOD AT THREE RIVERS 
excerpt from letter received 
from Jack Garrity, Past Com­ 
mander of American Legion here 

" Here in Three Rivers we were 
badly hit by the rampaging waters 
of the Kaweah River, which came 
out of Sequoia National Park in 
four forks, three of them meeting 
at our little village. We lost 
all of our big bridges and were j 
isolated for three days with no 
power, no heat, and no water. The 
phones were out for eight days. 
" Three Rivers lost a total of 
two motels and one trailer camp, 
completely wiped out - no trace 
left of them. A total of 15 home$ 
were completely demolished. (attlb-[ 
and other livestock disappeared. 
Fortunately no lives were lost in 
our area, which was a miracle, so 
fast did the waters descend on us 
" As for us personally, we lost 
little compared to many others. 
Our losses amounted to one new 
well, pipe, motor and pump; three 
quarters of a mile of fencing; 
and approx. 50O trees. However, 
our cabins and main buildings wer¢ 
on high ground and were not touch} 
ed. Five of our horses were mar­ 
ooned on an island in the middle 
of the river for five days, but 
they are safe and sound now. 
Several stores in the village 
were completely wiped out but we 

are all working together and go- 
1ng along as best we Can. We opened L 

our Ranch to all victims, offer­ 
ing lodging and food without 
charge, 'T'he state and county Still] 
maintain a guarded road-block to 

prevent all traffic from entering 
our area until road crews repair 

the road and bridge damage. It

Boggis attended Rotary Club meeting 
throughout their tour and while at 
Sidney met International Rotary Pre 
1dent Baker from Cleveland, Ohlo. 

They planed to Hayman Island and 
spent a week there, viewing the Bar­ 
rier coral reefs, and where, outsi 
their hotel rooms, screaming cocka­ 
toos were their constant companions. 

Three days at Blue Mountains, 
site of the Jenolan Caves. They ex­ 
plored one cave called the Glow-wo 
Cave; they entered a room and got 
into a boat underground, and a few 
minutes later all of the lights were 
turned off and on the ceiling were 
literally millions of glow-worms 
about 2" long, with a constant glow.

Australia abounds in eucalyptus 
trees; is about the size of our 
United States and the total popula­ 
tion about 9 million. Sidney com­ 
mands 2 million and is very modern, 
yet the interior is sparsely settled 

They embarked on the "SS Aron­ 
say" for the l2-day voyage to 
Honolulu where they stayed for one 
month at the Halekilan1 Hotel at 
Waikiki Beach and used the airways 
to take them to various islands. 
There they took in the coffee, 
pineapple and sugar-cane planta­ 
tions, and like all of our other 
travelers to Honolulu from here, 
were astounded and amazed at the 
profusion, colorful and stupendous 
size of its local flowers. 

They returned to the states via 
the Lurline, leaving Honolulu on 
Thursday, enjoying the added fest­ 
ivities of New Year's Eve on board 
ship and arrived in Wilmington 
January lth, thus completing a 
four-months' tour. 

The written word cannot do jus­ 
tice to the memories they have of 
this wonderful, wonderful trip, 
but to us who are still at home, 
it has given us a keen insight in­ 
to some of the wonders that were 
your privilege to enjoy.
