SSMPA members recently received a packet of materials
with proposed new bylaws. This new set of bylaws, put to­
gether by Ted Dent, proposed that the SSPMA Board change
from 10 members, including a President, Vice President, Re­
cording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer, to
a board consisting of a "Chief Facilitator," 15 "Facilitators of
the Standing Committees," plus the Founder, Jan Hinkston. It
also detailed the tasks to be accomplished by the 15 proposed
standing committees.

About 25 SSMPA members, including 7 current Execu­
tive Board members, attended the meeting called by Ted on
January 23,1999, at 10:00 a.m., in the Chatsworth Park South
Visitor's Center to decide on the fate of these newly intro­
duced bylaws . Al Knight, current SSMPAVice President, was
present to chair the meeting .

After some discussion, a vote was called on the bylaws
proposed byTed Dent. A majority of those present voted against
the new "Facilitator" bylaws . Discussion then ensued about
what was to be done about SSMPA's bylaws. A motion was
made and was carried for the following:

1. The bylaws would be sent back to the Bylaws Committee,
which would have until the end of February 1999 to come
up with a new set of bylaws.

Meeting with Indian Falls Estates
Homeowners Associations

Judy Garris and I met with Neil Eberhardt of the Indian
Fall s Estates Home owners Association, Hans Giraud,
project manager for the Indian Springs Phase II developer,
and representatives of Equestrian Trails, Inc. Corral 54 to
discuss the implementation of the "Conditions for Agree ­
ment of the Indian Springs and Falls Homeowners Asso­
ciations to Vacation of Public Streets of Tract 42353 ­
Indian Falls Estates. " This document contains the require­
ments for easy access to trails that the public is entitled to
reach on foot , horseback, or mountain bicycle .

Neil agreed to implement all requirements, including signs ,
in a timely manner. Still to be implemented is the convey­
ance of 272 acres of the 338 acres of the Indian Springs
Phase II tract to the Santa Monica Mountains Conservancy
by owner Chatsworth Ridge Estates as a condition for de­
veloping the remaining 66 acres. The SSMPA will be in­
volved to ensure that the developer abides with all of the
requirements for the development as defined in the Memo­
randum of Agreement between the SSMPA and the devel­
oper.

We will schedule a hike for those who wish to experience
this beautiful area , which 25 years ago we hoped would
become a state park. The 272 acres abuts part of the east­
ern boundary of the 4,369-acre Runkle Ranch, which is
now owned by the Conservancy. W
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2. This new set of bylaws would be presented by the
outgoing board to the incoming board at theApril 1999
Executive Board meeting.

3. The new SSPMA Executive Board would decide on
the disposition of the new bylaws proposed by the
Bylaws Committee.

All things considered, I believe a vote of thanks should
go out to Ted Dent for taking the bylaws off of the back
burner. I have heard discussion among some members of
the Bylaws Committee that many of the new items con­
tained in Ted's "Facilitator" bylaws will be worked into
the bylaws to be presented this spring to the Board. For
example, all SSMPA member activities, tasks, and respon­
sibilitie s will no doubt find a place in the next bylaws
revision .

DWP Commission President Rick Caruso failed to
appear before the L.A. City Council for a sched­
uled January 20 meeting to present the results of
his findings concerning the Chatsworth Nature Pre­
serve/Reservoir.

Since this was a repeat of his no-show on January
13, which was a postponement of his scheduled
December 13 appearance when he was ill, the City
Council approved Councilman Hal Bernson's mo­
tion that a hearing be scheduled for March 1999
in Chatsworth, at which time Mr. Caruso will be
"invited" to present the results of his studies.

As a courtesy to the five of us who came to testify
on January 13 and then on January 20, we were
all allowed to testify, including Chris Van Schaack
and myself from SSMPA. W

Back on March 17, 1939, the Native
Daughters of the Golden West placed a
mosaic plaque as a landmark along a cliff
face bordering the Devil's Slide. This steep
grade was a segment of the Old Stage
Coach Trail which was the only land link be­
tween Los Angeles and San Francisco dur­
ing the Civil War.

Devil's Slide and 178 surrounding acres
was later placed on the National Register of
Historic Places in January 1974, On January
27, 1998, Devil's Slide and 670 surrounding
acres became the Santa Susana Pass State
His oric Park.
